Volunteer Windshield Survey – ERG Project
Length of Total Time – Our contract requires that we record time spent on volunteer activities. So please record the amount of time you devoted to each windshield survey. 
Waterbody – name the river/ tributary or lake that is the subject of your notes / pictures 

Town – Identify the town; leave this blank if you are unsure.

Road – if your observations are recorded from a vantage point alongside a road or bridge crossing, please note the name of the road and the bridge number if one is available. (On Route 100, Bridge 18 is the one North of Money Brook; #17 is over Money Brook, #16 is at the bottom of Pingree Field where the Black River flow from East to West of the road. Other bridges of interest are where the Black River enters Lake Amherst on the Scout Camp Road, the bridge just south of the entrance to the state park, the bridge across from Echo Lake Inn, Red Bridge, the Bridges at the beginning of Ellison Lake Road, and just below the dam on Lake Pauline.) These are only suggestions. If you know of other areas where you think there are signs of high or muddy water, show us.  
Photo ID – list the number of the photograph – you can list these sequentially or simply record the photo ID as assigned during the process of downloading the digital images to your computer.  I should be able to match up the images you send via email to the Photo ID you record in this column. A great way to get the information automatically is to turn on the time/date feature available on most cameras.
View – a brief descriptor for the vantage point of the photo: 
US = Upstream; DS= Downstream
N = North; S = South; E = East; W = West; NE = Northeast, etc.

Description – Please provide a description of the feature(s) or phenomenon you are capturing in the photograph.  If you have a GPS or app on your phone that provides Latitude and Longitude, feel free to store that information in the Description column.
Items of interest:
Our focus area is the Upper Black River in Plymouth and Ludlow, especially the waterways draining to the north end of Lake Rescue.  These can be vehicle accessible areas, or if you would like to walk/hike to access more remote areas, that would also be helpful information.
· Highly turbid (muddy) water draining from some source.  If you are safely able to travel upstream on the water body and track down the source of the sediment, that would be welcome information.  

· Direct runoff from road ditches or other source(s) to a receiving stream or lake.
· Eroding stream banks or landslides along the Black River or its tributaries.

· Flooded areas during a storm or in the immediate days following a storm – do not compromise your safety to gather these photographs.
· If you pass by the same site(s) regularly, we are interested in how water levels and turbidity change, so you might want to start with pictures that show what is typically seen to provide a baseline.
