GOVERNMENTAL CONSIDERATIONS: The Town of Ludlow has zoning regulations which apply to properties in the Lakes District.  Many apply to height restrictions, setbacks, etc.  Some people feel there are too many restrictions; others feel there are too few.  Variances are extremely difficult to obtain, allowed only when the project meets specific criteria listed in the Town of Ludlow Zoning and Flood Hazard Regulations.  The Vermont League of Cities and Towns is suggesting that lake communities, such as Ludlow, pass a local zoning law that would require riparian buffer zones (a border of native trees and shrubs along the waterfront). WATER QUALITY:  The State of Vermont discourages dredging of state waters except in the most serious cases. At this time, LRA has not applied for the needed permits.  However, an abnormal amount of sedimentation has created some very negative conditions, making some areas so shallow as to interfere with owners docking boats, making the Narrows dangerously shallow and transforming former weed free cobble bottoms into mucky weed factories.  If dredging were permitted the cost may be high, possibly requiring fund raising from individuals and grants from the state. The state appears to be amenable to the need to keep the channel open protecting boat access from the State owned Access location into the main lake.
